Positioned on the edge of an elevated village
and benefitting from a field lying opposite,
sits this detached three bedroom 1970's
bungalow which requires a complete
transformation from it's original era. With
it's distinct architectural design, this
property offers vast opportunity for
contemporary creativity or a sympathetic
renovation. On entry there is a hall with a
cloakroom and store cupboard. An inner
door leads into a continuation of the hallway
with access to the bedrooms, bathroom and
sitting/dining room. The sitting/dining room
is a magnificent room with a full height pine
clad vaulted ceiling and exposed brick on

one of the internal walls. Sliding patio doors

open out onto the rear patio and subject to
planning permission this area would be a
great place for an extension if needed. A
door leads into the original 1970's kitchen
with a further door giving access to the
utility room. This L shaped room enjoys a
door leading to the garden in addition to a
further door opening into a corridor with
steps down into the single integral garage.
At the other end of the bungalow, two
bedrooms back onto the garden with a
further bedroom and bathroom facing the
front. This property is not registered with
land registry therefore the new owners
solicitors would require to complete the

registration.

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Located off Ash Lane through a pair of stone
pillars onto a shared drive which leads to the
property. Facing the lane there is a Cotswold
stone wall and to the neighbour's side there is
a fence, both these areas are mainly laid to
lawn with a variety of mature shrubs. A
delightful patio with pergola sits directly at
the rear of the bungalow and overlooks the
garden. If some of the trees & bushes were
cut back it would greatly improve the view. To
the front and the other side, the grounds are
open with a drive offering parking for several
vehicles in addition to giving access to the
single garage. The oil tank is tucked behind
the garage.
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Randwick is a pretty Cotswold village, positioned in a
designated A O N B on the edge of the Cotswold
Escarpment enjoying the most wonderful panoramic
views across the Stroud valleys. Facilities within the
village include a Church of England primary school
(rated Outstanding by Ofsted in 2014), The Vine
Tree public house, a thriving village hall and church.
More extensive shopping opportunities, further
educational options (including Stroud High and
Marling Grammar schools) and leisure facilities can
be found in nearby Stroud, including a main line
railway station providing a direct line to London
(Paddington) within 90 minutes. The nearest
motorway junction is J13 of the M5. Neighbouring
Randwick Woods is popular with dog walkers and
cyclists. Whilst the village itself is known locally for its
folk traditions such as the Randwick Wap, a

celebration of May Day.
