Lying in an elevated position within the popular village
of Chalford Hill, this detached period Cotswold stone
cottage is offered for sale with no onward chain,
providing a wonderful opportunity for someone to
style and update it to their own taste. While the
official front door is at the front of the cottage, day-
to-day access is typically made at the rear. Here,
parking is available at the higher level, and steps lead
down to the back of the property, where you enter
directly into a rear hall. The main entrance leads into a
cosy sitting room, where the focal point is a
traditional Cotswold stone fireplace. This room faces
south, offering views over the garden and benefiting
from two windows that fill the space with natural light.
From here, there is access to the rear hall, staircase,
and kitchen. The kitchen/Breakfast Room also faces
the front and features dual-aspect windows. A tiled
feature fireplace adds character, and the kitchen is
fitted with units to one side, leaving space for a dining

Positioned between the centres of Stroud and
Cirencester, known for its winding lanes and quaint
corners studded with Cotswold stone homes, with an
abundance of beautiful walks on the doorstep.

A
central path runs through the garden,
bordered by hedging and a characterful
Cotswold stone outbuilding, likely the original
privy. A parking space is located at the rear,
with steps leading down to the cottage and a
path providing access to both the rear and
front doors.
